What you should know before using

1. The transmitter is paired with receiver and set to the default melody
“Ding dong”.

If they are not paired, follow the instructions in section “Pairing
the push bell and the receiver”

2. It is not advisable to mount the transmitter onto metal surfaces
as this can block RF signals between the transmitter and the
receiver. However, if this is the only option, we recommend that
you use the adhesive tape provided as opposed to using screws.

3. Operating range will decrease if battery power in the transmitter is
low.

4. It is advisable to mount the transmitter under some shelter to
reduce the aging of its plastic materials.

How to select the desirable melody

Your receiver has 52 available melodies for selection. When plugged,
simply press the “music control” button until it reaches the desirable
sound. Then follow the pairing method to store this melody to your
receiver in relation to the specific transmitter. Your receiver can be
paired with 50 different transmitters. Therefore, each transmitter must
be assigned with a different melody.

How to select the desirable sound level
Your receiver has 4 sound levels/volumes. When plugged, simply press
the “Volume” control button until it reaches the desirable volume.

Pairing the push bell and the receiver

1. Before starting the pairing procedure, please select your desirable
melody.

2. Press and hold the volume control button for 5 seconds until
a "Ding-dong” is heard and the LED indicator starts flashing on your
receiver - you are now in pairing mode.

Attention: Pairing mode will last for 5 seconds only before timing

out. If you do not activate your transmitter during this time, then you

will have to follow steps 1 > 3 again.

Note: If you want to change the melody on your receiver in relation to
your transmitter, please follow steps 1->3 again to store the new
melody on the receiver.

Reset

Press and hold the “Music Control” button for 5 seconds to reset the
receiver to default settings. When receiver sounds ‘Ding Dong’ with its
LED light flashing, that means the reset was successful. After a reset,
the receiver will revert back to the first ringtone and the transmitter
must be paired again with your receiver.

How to install your push bell (transmitter) and your receiver
Prior to installation, please test the doorbell range.

How to install the receiver
Simply connect the receiver to the desirable outlet in your home.

How to install the transmitter

There are two options to mount the bell push: A. double-sided tape
or B. screws.

After ensuring the right mounting position, please clean the flat area
where you intend to install the transmitter.

Method A: Tear off one side of the double-sided adhesive tape and stick
it to the underside of transmitter, tear off the other side and put
transmitter onto wall, then press and hold for 10 seconds.

Method B: A drill and a flat-headed screwdriver are needed.
