Floor on which refrigerator will be placed
must be flat and solid. It should not be laid
on any soft material such as foam plastic,
etc. If the refrigerator is not level, adjust
the levelling legs accordingly. The
refrigerator should not be placed near
anything which may echo.

Keep Away from Danger

Storage of explosive, combustibles, volatile
dangerous goods and corrosives acid and
alkali in the refrigerator are strictly
prohibited.

Do not place your refrigerator in areas
containing such materials.
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Proper moving

When fixed or moved, the refrigerator
cannot be set horizontally or turned upside
down or declined to more than 45°.
Always handle with care.

Air flow to admission and exhaust must be unobstructed. Do not
put the refrigerator into a closed cabinet.

Warning
Attentions should be given to the following points to
ensure optimum, safe performance and to lower
power consumption:
e Near the compressor system, there should be no barriers impeding
airflow;
¢ The ventilation openings should not be covered by anything,
including e.g. decorations and cloth, etc.
¢ The refrigerator must be placed steady on all supports and must be
level;
¢ Never put warm or hot articles into the refrigerator.
¢ Always close the refrigerator door firmly.

Chiller compartment

The chiller compartment of your unit is not a deep freezer and is not
built to freeze food or keep frozen food (i.e. ice cream) for a long period
of time.

It is built for making ice cubes and have a lower temperature in order
to store foods for a few days (3-4 days maximum).

Temperature in the chiller compartment does not reach such low levels
as to be able to freeze foods and preserve them for a long period of
time.

Ideally, it can keep food that is already frozen for only a few days.

For a better preservation of frozen foods, you can adjust the
temperature of your refrigerator to a lower level, however this is not
recommended as this may cause excessive cooling of the rest of the
food in your refrigerator.
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Please make sure that you defrost your refrigerator regularly so that
there may not be any damage to the parts of the chiller compartment,
following the defrosting instructions described in the below section
(Defrosting procedure).

Defrosting procedure

Water contained in food or getting into air inside the refrigerator by
opening doors may form a layer of frost inside and this will weaken
the refrigerator when the frost is thick. In the case that this is
thicker than 2mm, you should defrost the device.

Defrosting in the chiller compartment is operated manually. Prior to
defrosting, empty the refrigerator (and chiller compartment) and
temporarily set the temperature knob to position “0” (where the
compressor will stop working). Disconnect the appliance from the
mains. Leave the door open until ice and frost dissolve thoroughly
- make sure that you have put inside your refrigerator a utensil with
big enough size so that dripping water and ice may fall directly into
it. Once theice is completely melted, take out this utensil and empty
it. Wipe dry both the chiller compartment and the interior of your
refrigerator with a soft cry cloth.

In the case of speeding up the defrosting, you may put a small bowl
of warm water (about 50°C) into the chiller compartment. Be extra
careful when moving the bowl to avoid burns.

After defrosting, connect the appliance to the mains and set the
knob of the temperature regulator to its original position so that the
refrigerator may start its operation.

Never heat the chiller compartment directly with hot water or use a
hair dryer for defrosting — such actions may deform the inner cases
of your unit and may consist danger to the user.

Do not use sharp objects or kitchen tools to scrape the ice and frost
as these may damage the surfaces of the unit’s inner casings.

Maintenance

It is recommended that the refrigerator shall be cleaned before
its first operation.

Always disconnect the refrigerator from the mains power supply
before cleaning.

Clean the interior of the refrigerator with a soft cloth slightly damp
with water and neutral mild detergent, then clean with a soft cloth
damp only with clean water in order to remove the detergent and
finally wipe it dry by using a dry soft cloth.

. To protect against fire, electric shock and injury to persons

never immerse the device or its cord or plug in water or any
21



other liquid and never put them under running water to clean
them.

Caution: Do not use rough abrasive cleaning materials or
scouring pads on parts.

Wipe over the outside surface of the refrigerator with a slightly
damp soft cloth and polish with a soft dry cloth.

After operation of the refrigerator, remove the dust on the
compressor system on the back of the refrigerator with a soft cloth
or feather duster at regular intervals.

When it is necessary to clean the shelves on the door, clean them
carefully without leaning on the door. Do not lift the unit by the
door.

Make sure to clean your refrigerator regularly and also empty foods
which are kept long in the refrigerator and deteriorated. The liquids
coming out of deteriorated foods may cause discoloration or
deformation to the surfaces of your unit.

Clean your refrigerator once a month at least to keep the air in the
interior fresh and without odors.

Clean the door gaskets of the refrigerator regularly and keep them
in good condition as they are very important to the efficiency of the
unit.

Method of operation

During first use, connect your refrigerator to the mains and set the
temperature knob to the highest position to speed up cooling.

Put articles into the refrigerator 5 to 6 hours after initial start-up of
operation - you may start using your device when the inside
chamber is sufficiently cooled down. Then set the temperature knob
to your desired position depending also on the room temperature.
Do not put heavy articles on the shelves so as to avoid cracking or
damage to the shelves.

The refrigerator has a temperature regulator knob, located on the
right front face of the chiller compartment door. To lower the
temperature, turn the knob towards higher levels. To raise the
temperature, turn the knob towards lower levels (point 0 is the
position in which the unit’s compressor stops working).

Instructions for power conservation

In normal operations, adjust the thermostat knob to a medium
position. Beverages at this temperature will be pleasantly cool, but
not icy.

Never place the refrigerator in direct sunlight and near heat sources.



3. Ensure optimum flow of the air near the compressor system at the
back of the refrigerator.

Minimize the time of opening door, and especially when restocking

with new articles. Optimize your restocking process accordingly to
do it in the quickest possible way.

The refrigerator should be switched on for a minimum of 2 hours

before putting articles into the refrigerator. For better results please
wait for 5 to 6 hours after initial switch on.

When condensation
form on the outside
of the refrigerator.

Condensation may form on the outside when
the humidity is high such as during a wet
season. This is the same result as the
condensation formed when chilled water is
poured into a glass. It does not, therefore,
indicate a failure. Wipe dry with a soft dry cloth.
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When you hear a
sound like water
flowing.

A sound like water flowing is the refrigerant
flowing. It does not indicate a malfunction.

When the cabinet's
side panel heats up

The side panel of the cabinet will heat up when
the door is opened or closed frequently, when
starting the unit and when the unit operates in
summer with high ambient temperature. In
such case, do not touch the panel. This is
caused by the dissipation of the heat from
inside the cabinet, and it does not mean that
something is wrong with the refrigerator.

This refrigerator has been built with the door hinges on the right. If you
wish to change the opening direction of the door, follow the instructions

below:

Remove the upper hinge cover (6) first.

Remove the two screws (1) that hold the upper hinge (5) (right side)
to the frame. Take away the upper hinge (5).

Lift the door and place it on a padded surface to prevent scratching
it (i.e. on a soft blanket).

Carefully lean slightly the unit to its back making sure that it will
not lean over 45°,

Remove the two screws (8) that hold the lower hinge (2) and make
sure to remove the lower hinge (2).

Remove the left front leg (4) and transfer it to the right side.
Remove the two plastic round hole covers (7) from the left side and
transfer them to the right side.

Before placing the lower hinge (2), remove the bolt-pin (9) and
reverse the direction of the lower hinge (2). Then install the lower
hinge (2) onto the left side of the lower frame with two screws (8).
Insert the bolt-pin (9) to the lower hinge (2).

Align the bolt-pin with its corresponding opening on the door and
set the door to its place making sure the door seats correctly at the
lower hinge (2).

While holding the door in the closed position secure the upper hinge
(5) in the top frame of left side with two screws (1). Please
remember not to tighten the two screws (1) until the top of the door
is levelled with the top surface of the device.

Install the upper hinge cover (6) on the upper hinge (5).
