7-HIDDEN CODE

If you want the entered digits not to be shown on your display, please
follow below steps:

Press button “#” and the “di” sound will be heard. Before entering your
code, press button “*” to activate the “hidden code” function. When you
enter the digits, the display will show “0O” indicating that your code is
hidden.

Note: after entering the correct code or after standby mode, your display
will automatically be set in the displayed code function.
