You can adjust the angle and height of the lamp head (1) by moving the
silicone flexible upper arm (2) to the desired position.

Caution: Do not execute this movement with excessive force and do not
exceed the limit of movement of the lamp head as this may cause damage to
your device.

Slight discoloration of the silicone flexible upper arm is normal due to the
operation of its adjustment.

Attention: Make sure that the lamp is turned off and has completely
cooled down before proceeding with any adjustments.

How to operate your lamp:

Follow below steps to operate your device:

1. Place your lamp on a flat and stable surface.

2.  Connect the power cord of the transformer on your lamp.

3. Connect the transformer to the mains.

4. Long press the on/off + dimmer touch switch to activate your oo
lamp. Then simply touch again to choose between
high/middle/low brightness levels with each touch of the switch.

To switch off your lamp, long press the touch switch again.
Note: Your lamp has “intelligent” brightness memory function. This means
that when you switch on your lamp again it will be set at the latest

brightness level and the dimmer bar will automatically show the same
brightness level that you had selected the last time you used your lamp.

5. Touch the MODE touch switch to select the light temperature. MODE
With the first touch the light will be warm white (medium light
temperature).

e With the second touch the light will be bright white (cool lighting).
e With the third touch the light will be bright warm (warm lighting).

5. Do not expose your lamp to direct sunlight and keep it away from water,
moist or rain. Do not touch the appliance with wet hands.

6. Never heat or put the device close to heat sources or fire as this may cause
burning of the device and explosion.

7. Keep the appliance away from chemicals or flammable materials always.

8. Do not place vases or any objects containing water near the lamp.
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Never immerse your appliance in water or any other liquid.
The LED bulb is not replaceable. Do not attempt to replace it as
this may cause irreparable damage to your lamp.

. The cable of the transformer of this luminaire cannot be replaced, if the

cord is damaged, the transformer must be destroyed.

Avoid direct contact between bulb head (or protect glass) and the hand or
skin when your lamp is in operation. To adjust the lamp head angle, first
disconnect the lamp from the mains and let it cool down completely before
proceeding to its adjustment.

This device is not waterproof and must not be used outdoors. Use
your device indoors only and keep it away from areas with high
humidity or water (i.e. bathrooms, sinks etc.)

Turn off the switch when nobody is alongside the lamp.

Always disconnect the lamp from the mains by grasping the insulating
body of its plug and not by pulling its cord.

Only use the transformer provided. The use of non-authentic attachments
could lead to possible damage of the device as it could cause fire, electric
shock and injury to persons.

Do not use the transformer of your lamp for any device other than your
lamp.

Before first use, when opening the package, check that all components
are included and that they do not have any signs of damage. Remove all
packaging material from the lamp and its components. Do not connect the
lamp to the power supply and don’t switch it on when it’s in packing.

Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the
appliance malfunctions, or it has been dropped or immersed into water or
damaged in any manner. Return appliance to the nearest authorized
service center for examination, repair or adjustment.

Before cleaning the lamp, make sure that the lamp is turned off, it is not
connected to the mains and that it has completely cooled down. Let your
appliance cool down for at least 10 minutes before starting cleaning it.
To protect against fire, electric shock and injury to persons never
immerse the device or its cord or plug in water or any other liquid
and never put them under running water.

Caution: Do not use rough abrasive cleaning materials or scouring pads
on parts.

Wipe over the outside surface of the lamp by a soft dry cloth only.

Make sure that no water or moisture will ever enter any of the openings
of the lamp or its transformer.

If you are not going to use your lamp for a long time, we recommend that
you disconnect it from the mains.

Never bend the cord of the device when you want to store it.

Your lamp can be stored in areas with temperature range between -25°C
up to +70°C and relative humidity lower than 85%.
