Open the battery compartment cover on both the device and the transmitter and
insert 2xAAA batteries to each. The polarity of AAA batteries must be inserted as
indicated in the battery compartments to prevent your device and its transmitter
from malfunction or damage.

SETTING THE TIME/CALENDAR

From initial display, press and hold MODE for 2 seconds to enter the time/calendar
setting mode:

The Year digits are flashing - press UP or DOWN to set the Year.

Press MODE again:

The Month digits are flashing - press UP or DOWN to set the Month.

Press MODE again:

The Day digits are flashing - press UP or DOWN to set the Day.

Press MODE again:

The letters for the day language are flashing - press UP or DOWN to set the required
language.

In your display the correct weekday and in the selected language will be illuminated
(provided that all above settings have been input correctly).

The hour digits are flashing — press UP or DOWN to set the hour.

Press MODE again:
