GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

To obtain optimum performance from your dehumidifier, do not
place it near a radiator or heating stoves or any other heat source.
Ensure that all windows and doors are closed in order to achieve
maximum efficiency.

When the humidity level in the room is less or equals to
-3% than the one you have set on the device, then the
compressor will stop its operation and the fan will also stop
working 30 seconds later.

“CONTINUOUS” - by choosing this mode vyour
dehumidifier will be working continuously and in low fan
speed, regardless of the relative humidity level in your
room. The unit will stop only in the case of a full water tank
or if it enters defrosting status.

Under this mode, you cannot set the humidity level or the
fan speed.
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“STRONG" - by choosing this mode your dehumidifier will
automatically be set at a relative humidity level of <30%
and will be operating at high fan speed. This mode is ideal
for fast and high efficiency operation as required for
dehumidifying of areas with high concentration of
humidity.

Under this mode, you cannot set the humidity level or the
fan speed.

“CLOTHES DRY” - by choosing this mode vyour
dehumidifier will automatically be set at a relative humidity
level of £20% and will be operating at high fan speed. This
mode is ideal for clothes drying.

Under this mode, you cannot set the humidity level or the
fan speed.

“SLEEP” mode button

By pressing this button, you are entering the “SLEEP”
mode that is ideal for the hours during your sleep.

Under this mode the 3-color led light on the front panel
and the digits and symbols on the display will be off and
the only symbol shown on your display will be the symbol
of the "SLEEP” mode.

In the case that you have activated the child lock function,
the child lock function indicator will also be illuminated until
you deactivate it.

In the case that the water tank gets full under this mode,
the water tank full indicator light will be illuminated on your
display, but the warning buzzer will not sound in order not
to disturb you during your sleep.

The dehumidifier will stop its operation and the water tank
full indicator light will remain illuminated to remind you
that you have to empty the water tank.

Under this mode, you can set the humidity level and the
fan speed.

It is suggested that you set a humidity level of around
55%-60%RH and low fan speed in order to combine a
comfortable humidity level during your sleep and silent
operation.

“TIMER” selection button (Timer function)

Press this button and the timer indicator will be illuminated
while timer is programmed. When setting the time, the
display will show the timer setting.

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The following timer programs are available:

Delayed power-on function (Stand-by Mode). Press the
TIMER button to set the time period (0-24 hours, 1 hour
as a step) and the unit will start once time reaches setting
value.

Delayed power-off function (in operation mode). Press
the TIMER button to set the time period (0-24 hours, 1
hour as a step) and the unit will stop once time reaches
setting value.

When timer function is activated, the respective “Hr”
indicator will be illuminated on your display either when
your dehumidifier is in operation or under stand-by mode.
When selecting “00” time on the display, you are actually
canceling the timer function.

“"HUMIDITY SETTING” Humidity level setting button
By pressing this button you can select the level of relative
humidity you wish to have in your room. The relative
humidity level can be set within a range of 30% to 80%RH
in 5% increments.

Please note that you can set the relative humidity only
when MANUAL mode is selected. In CONTINUOUS or
STRONG or CLOTHES DRY modes you cannot set the
relative humidity level in your machine.

Room temperature indication on the display

By long-pressing HUMIDITY SETTING button for 3 to 5
seconds, the display will be showing the room’s
temperature in °C for 5 seconds and the “°C” indication
will be illuminated on your display . After the 5 seconds
have passed, the display will again show the room’s
relative humidity and the “°C” indication will extinguish.

“FAN SPEED"” Fan speed selection button

By pressing this button, you may select between high and
low fan speed - the respective low or high fan speed
indicator will be illuminated on your display.

@ Low fan speed indication

@ High fan speed indication

Please note that you can set the fan speed only when
MANUAL mode is selected. In CONTINUOUS or STRONG or
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CHILD LOCK

CLOTHES DRY modes you cannot set the fan speed in your
machine.

However, you can set the fan speed when your machine is
operating only as an air cleaner/ionizer — AIR CLEAN mode
- as described below.

“AIR CLEAN" mode button

Your device has an integrated ionizer that will be operating
automatically as long as the fan of your unit is operating.
With ion function negative ions are released from your unit
making the atmosphere in your environment healthier,
providing more clean air for you to breath.

However, in the case you wish to operate your machine
only as an air cleaner/ionizer, please press the AIR CLEAN
button once and your machine will stop its dehumidifying
operation, whilst its fan will keep on operating, so that your
unit may keep cleaning the air in your room through its ion
function and the installed active carbon filter. When the
AIR CLEAN function is selected, the respective AIR CLEAN
indicator will be illuminated on your display. When you
want to return back to the dehumidifying operation, press
the AIR CLEAN button once again. The AIR CLEAN indicator
will be off, however your unit will keep on cleaning the air
in your room with its ion function and its installed active
carbon filter.

AIR CLEAN function is ideal in the case that the relative
humidity in your room is at low levels and you wish to
maintain a clean and healthy atmosphere in your room
with the minimum energy consumption required as in this
case your unit will not be dehumidifying and only its fan
will be operating.

“CHILD LOCK" - Child lock function button

When your machine is on, long-press the CHILD LOCK
button for a few seconds and the Child Lock function of the
control panel will be activated. In this case the child lock
function indicator will be illuminated on your display and
all other buttons will be deactivated. You will not be able
to operate any other button on your control panel.

To cancel the Child Lock function of the control panel, long-
press the CHILD LOCK button again for a few seconds - the
lock function indicator light will be off.
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3-color “smart” display

Start the appliance, the “smart” colored indicator light that
is located on the front panel of the device will turn on
automatically. The color indicator light will change
according to the room’s relative humidity condition.

Blue color means dry, RH<50%

Green color means comfortable, RH=50%-70%

Red color means high humidity, RH>70%

Note: It may take a small period of time after the humidity
enters a different level before the indicator changes the
color e.g. if humidity drops below 50% it may take a small
period of time before the indicator changes to blue.

Auto Defrost function

When the room temperature is between 5°C to 23°C the
evaporator of your unit will start to frost and the
dehumidifying result will be affected.

This unit will defrost in intervals automatically and the
Defrost indicator will be illuminated on the display. During
defrosting procedure, the compressor of the unit will not
be working - only the fan will be working at that time and
in high fan speed. Once the defrosting procedure is
finished, the unit will resume its previous working
condition.

Below you may find the defrosting frequency and duration
depending on the room temperature:

Temperature 224°C - auto defrosting function will not be
activated.

Temperature between 18°C to 23°C - defrosting cycle will
be 120 minutes of dehumidification and 5 minutes
defrosting.

Temperature between 12°C to 18°C - defrosting cycle will
be 25 minutes of dehumidification and 5 minutes of
defrosting.

Temperature between 5°C to 12°C - defrosting cycle will
be 8 minutes of dehumidification and 3 minutes of
defrosting.

Water Tank Full Indicator

When the water tank is full, the full water tank warning
buzzer will sound and the water tank full indicator will be
illuminated on your display and the machine will stop



working. This indication is warning you that you must
empty the water tank.

The water tank full indicator will be on not only when the
tank is full and ready to be emptied, but also when the tank
has been removed from the unit or not replaced in the
proper position.

The water level control sensor shuts off the dehumidifier in
all above three cases. Empty the water tank and and/or
replace it properly to resume operation. Please keep in
mind that your dehumidifier will not resume operation if
the water tank is not reinstalled properly in its position.

Note: There is a protective 3-minutes time delay of the
compressor. Wait 3 minutes for the dehumidifier to resume
dehumidifying after each pause of its compressor.

Energy saving system

When the relative humidity in your room reaches a level 3% lower
than the one you have set in your unit (between 30%-80%), then the
compressor will stop working for energy saving purposes and after 30
seconds the fan will also stop its operation. Once the relative humidity
in your room reaches a level 3% higher than the one you have set in
your unit, the fan will start working again automatically and the
compressor will start working again after 3 seconds (in this case also
the 3-minutes delay is necessary for the protection of your compressor
- so if the humidity in your room rises before the 3 minutes have
passed from the pause of the compressor, the compressor will resume
working once the 3 minutes of its protective time delay have passed).

A brief description of the clothes dry function:

The dehumidifier will actually be operating continuously with
maximum water extraction until the tank is full (in the case that you
have not connected the continuous drainage hose) or until you switch
it off and the reason for this is because a relative humidity level of
20%RH is hardly achievable in domestic environments.

Attention: Do not place clothes directly over any of the dehumidifier
vents. Make sure that there is nothing blocking the air exhaust air
flow. Do not place your dehumidifier under laundry as there is risk of
water entering the unit. For best results place the laundry within 1.5
meters distance from the dehumidifier.
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Tips on how to select the humidity level:

Humidity level between 30%-45% RH:

Ideal for a quick drying boost on initial run, or emergencies. Not
recommended for long normal operation in domestic/ office
environment.

Humidity level between 50%-55% RH:
Ideal for domestic operation and dry storage.

Humidity level 60%RH:
Ideal for personal comfort and applications where 50%RH is
considered too dry.

Humidity level 70%RH:
Ideal for unoccupied properties or where economical run is needed
without the need to go drier than 70%RH.

Other functions and indications

Auto-Restart

If the unit stops off unexpectedly due to power cut off, it will restart
with the previous function selected automatically when the power
resumes. Again, the compressor will have the 3-minutes protective
time delay before working again.

Active carbon filter (anti-odor function)

Your dehumidifier, in addition to its washable air filter, which is
attached on the air inlet frame, is also equipped with an active carbon
filter which is already installed in the machine when you purchase it.
This anti-odor filter helps you maintain a clean atmosphere in your
room. For better results, we recommend that you replace the active
carbon filter every three months, depending always on the use
frequency and your room’s air quality.

Power (activation):

After the unit has stopped, it is not recommended to resume operation
for at least 10 minutes. This is to protect the compressor. You can
once again activate your unit after this period of 10 minutes elapses.
In the case of auto-restart, when the unit is restarted there is the
protective time delay before compressor will restart its operation.

Light-weight portable design on castors
The dehumidifier is built to be compact and lightweight. The castors
on the bottom of the unit make it easy to move from room to room.
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Self-diagnostics
Your dehumidifier is an advanced device able of self-diagnostics in the
case of malfunction. The display may also show the error and
protection codes.

Positioning the dehumidifier

A badly positioned dehumidifier will have low effect. In positioning the
dehumidifier please ensure circulation of air is not restricted around
the unit.

Allow at least 30 cm free
space around and on top
of the unit .

This dehumidifier is
designed only for indoor
residential / small office
applications and any
commercial or industrial
use will invalidate the
warranty.

Use in an enclosed area
for maximum efficiency.
Close all doors, windows to create an effective operating environment.
Do not use outdoors.

Your dehumidifier will begin to protect your space from the harmful
effects of excessive moisture as soon as it is turned on. Excess
moisture is dispersed throughout your home. For this reason, the
dehumidifier should be positioned in a central and clear location so
that it can draw this moist air towards it from all over the home. A
warm hallway or landing is an excellent position for your dehumidifier.
If possible, leave interior doors ajar to allow air circulation.
Alternatively, if you have a serious problem in one specific area you
can begin by positioning the dehumidifier there and moving it to a
more central location at a later date.

For the most effective use, run your dehumidifier with doors and
windows kept closed. Please note that the unit should not be placed
directly against a radiator, or gas stove or fire place or any other heat
source.

When positioning your electric dehumidifier, ensure that it is placed
clear of any obstacles that may limit the air movement. Place the
dehumidifier on a flat and dry surface.

Warning: This dehumidifier must not be installed or operated in rooms
with floor area smaller than 4m?2.
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Note: Do not force castors to move over carpet or uneven surfaces,
nor move the unit with water in the tank as it may tip over and spill
water.

Water drainage

When the water tank is full, the unit will stop automatically. When this
happens, the tank-full indicator will be illuminated on your display and
the warning buzzer sound will be heard.

Note: Empty the water tank only when it is full or before moving or
storing the unit.

There are two ways to dispense collected water:

1. Use the water tank

When the tank is full, the unit will
automatically stop running, and the
Water Tank-Full indicator will be
illuminated. Slowly pull out the tank which
is located in the back side of the unit,
using extra care, holding it with both
hands and remove it from the device.

Once you remove it, lift up its handle so you can
carry it and handle it with ease.

Turn the water tank upside down and empty
it, wipe its exterior to ensure it is dry, put
down its handle to its closing position and
reinsert the water tank into the dehumidifier
and slightly push it with both hands to ensure
that it is securely positioned into place.

The tank must be in place and securely fitted in its correct position for
the dehumidifier to operate again.

The dehumidifier will resume operation once the tank is restored in its
correct position in the unit.

NOTES:

When you remove the water tank, do not touch sensors or any parts
which are situated behind it. Doing so, may damage the product. Be
sure to push the tank gently all the way into the unit. Banging the
bucket against anything or failing to push it in securely into place, may
cause the unit not to operate.

Do not remove any parts from the water tank or tank enclosure. The
water full sensor will no longer be able to detect the water level
correctly and water may leak from the water tank.

IMPORTANT: Pay extra attention to ensure that you will not
accidentally remove the float from the water tank as this could lead to
the machine not stopping once the water tank is full. In this case the
water will overflow causing irreparable damage to your machine and
possible damage to your floors.

2. Continuous drainage

Water can be automatically disposed into a drain or drained into a sink,

a larger recipient or through the wall into an outside drain by attaching

a drainage pipe to the unit - the drainage pipe is included in the

package of your device.

Follow below steps:

1. Make sure that your machine is switched
off.

2. Carefully remove the water tank.

3. Insert the pipe into the drain outlet at the
back of the unit.
Make sure the connection between pipe
and the drain outlet is tight and does not
leak. Then direct the pipe to a suitable
drainage point. This unit uses gravity fall
to dispose water hence the drain should be
lower than the unit water outlet: the water
may only run downwards and not upwards

4. Finally, reinstall the water tank. Be sure to
run the water pipe downwards and to let the water flow out
smoothly. Do not kink or bend the pipe.

NOTE: When the continuous drainage feature is not being used,

remove the drain hose from the outlet and pull out the water

tank and replace it again to make sure that it is correctly fitted

in its place in order to avoid water drainage from the machine

due to possible misplacement of the water tank. Furthermore,

the machine will not be able to operate if the water tank is not

correctly fitted in its place.
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ATTENTION: WHEN REMOVING THE DRAIN HOSE DO NOT
COVER THE WATER OUTLET AS THE WATER WILL NOT RUN
INTO THE WATER TANK AND IRREPARABLE DAMAGE WILL BE
CAUSED ON YOUR UNIT.

Care and Maintenance

Always shut off the unit, unplug from the mains and let the device cool
down completely before cleaning or performing any maintenance.
When the unit is not in use for long periods it is advisable to remove
the plug from the power socket. Never use chemical solvents (such as
benzene, alcohol or gasoline) on any part of your machine as this may
cause irreversible damage to the unit.

Cleaning the unit’s body

The air intake and outlet grilles get soiled easily, so use a soft brush
vacuum attachment or a simple soft brush to clean them.

Wipe the dehumidifier body with a soft cloth dampened with water
only. Then dry it thoroughly by using a soft dry cloth and make sure
that no water or moisture have entered in any of the unit’s openings.
Do not splash water directly onto the main unit. Doing so may cause
an electrical shock and can lead to the deterioration of the insulation
or cause the unit to rust.

Removing the filters from the machine

Pull out carefully the air inlet frame that holds the active carbon filter
as well as the nylon washable air filter of the device and remove them
from the machine and separate them one from the other.

Cleaning the air inlet filter frame and washable filter

cleaned regularly every week.

Remove the excessive dust from the frame and
the washable filter by gently hoovering them
with a vacuum cleaner.

Wash them by using water and a mild liquid
detergent to clean them. Do not use bleach or
abrasives. ;
Then rinse them thoroughly and let them dry naturally on air (do not
use hair dryers or any heat sources to dry them).

Make sure that the filter frame and the washable filter are completely
dry before reinstalling them on the unit.

Cleaning the active carbon filter

Remove the dust from the active carbon filter by gently
hoovering it with a vacuum cleaner every 2-3 weeks
approximately.

Attention: The active carbon filter is not washable
- do not use water or any other liquid to clean it.
Clean it only by gently vacuuming the concentrated
dust.

When filter cleaning is finished and all components are dry, reinstall
them in the unit:

First place the active carbon filter in the inner side of the filter holder
frame, matching their peripheral cuts designs. Then place the nylon
air filter on top of the active carbon filter and secure the nylon filter
and the active carbon filter on the filter frame by sliding the nylon filter
slots underneath the corresponding tabs of the filter holder frame.
Finally, secure the whole filter set on the device by installing correctly
and securely the air filter frame on the device.
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NOTE: Whilst the active carbon filter is optional and the machine can
operate without it, never run the unit without the washable air
filter and filter frame being assembled back on the unit.

Cleaning the water tank

Every two to three weeks, clean the water tank to prevent growth of
mold, mildew and bacteria. Partially fill the tank with clean water and
add a little mild detergent. Swish it around and then empty the tank
and rinse thoroughly.

Note: Do not use a dishwasher to clean the tank. After cleaning and
drying the tank, it must be reinserted securely into the dehumidifier
in order to restart operation.

Cleaning before storage:

1. Disconnect the unit from the mains and fold its cable properly.

2. Empty and clean the water tank and make sure that there is no
water residue.

3. Clean the unit and the filters as per cleaning procedure above.

Reinstall the filters on the device.

This device must always be stored in upright position.

Cover the unit and keep it in a clean, cool and dry place, away from

sunlight, extreme temperatures or high dust concentration.

6. Warning: This device must be stored in rooms with floor area larger
than 4m2.

ATTENTION:

The evaporator inside the machine must also be dried out before you
store your unit, to avoid possible damage to the internal parts of the
machine and also prevent mold concentration. Disconnect the machine
from the mains and keep it in a large and dry area for a few days so
that the internal parts may also be dried out.

All defective materials or manufacturing defects will be repaired free
of charge.

Any repairs or replacement of components during the warranty
period will not result to an extension of the warranty period.

The warranty will expire if any alterations have been made, not
genuine components have been fitted or if the dehumidifier has
been repaired by a third party.

Components subject to normal wear and tear, such as the air
filters, are not covered by the warranty.

The warranty is only valid on presentation of the original,
unaltered, and date-stamped purchase receipt.

The warranty does not cover damage caused by actions that
deviate from those described in the user’s manual or due to bad or
improper use or by neglect.

Transportation costs and the risks involved during the
transportation of the dehumidifier or its components shall always
be covered by the purchaser.

The active carbon filter is an optional consumable accessory of the
unit and is not covered by warranty.

To prevent unnecessary expenses, we recommend that you always
carefully read the user’s manual first in order to find a possible
solution. If this does not provide a solution, take the dehumidifier to
an authorized service center for checking and repair.
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR REPAIRING APPLIANCES CONTAINING
R290 REFRIGERANT

1.Checks to the area

Prior to beginning work on systems containing flammable
refrigerants, safety checks are necessary to ensure that the risk
of ignition is minimized. For repair to the refrigerating system,
the following precaution shall be completed prior to conducting
work on the system.

2.Work procedure
Work shall be undertaken under a controlled procedure, to minimize
the risk of a flammable gas or vapour being present while the work
is being performed.

3.General work area
All 'maintenance staff and others working in the local area shall be

instructed on the nature of work being carried out. Work in confined
spaces shall be avoided. The area around the workspace shall be
sectioned off. Ensure that the conditions within the area have been
made safe by control of flammable material.

4.Checking for presence of refrigerant

The area shall be checked with an appropriate refrigerant detector
prior to and during work, to ensure the technician is aware of
potentially toxic or flammable atmospheres. Ensure that the leak
detection equipment being used is suitable for use with all applicable
refrigerants, i.e. non-sparking, adequately sealed or intrinsically safe.

5.Presence of fire extinguisher

If any hot work is to be conducted on the refrigerating equipment
or any associated parts, appropriate fire extinguishing equipment
shall be available to hand. Have a dry powder or CO, fire

extinguisher adjacent to the charging area.

6.No ignition sources

No person carrying out work in relation to a refrigerating system
which involves exposing any pipe work shall use any sources of
ignition in such a manner that it may lead to the risk of fire or
explosion. All possible ignition sources, including cigarette
smoking, should be kept sufficiently far away from the site of
installation, repairing, removing and disposal, during which
refrigerant can possibly be released to the surrounding space. Prior
to work taking place, the area around the equipment is to be
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surveyed to make sure that there are no flammable hazards or
ignition risks. "No Smoking” signs shall be displayed.

7.Ventilated area

Ensure that the area is in the open or that it is adequately ventilated
before breaking into the system or conducting any hot work. A
degree of ventilation shall continue during the period that the work
is carried out. The ventilation should safely disperse any released
refrigerant and preferably expel it externally into the atmosphere.

8.Checks to the refrigerating equipment

Where electrical components are being changed, they shall be fit

for the purpose and to the correct specification. At all times the

manufacturer’s maintenance and service guidelines shall be

followed. If in doubt, consult the manufacturer’'s technical

department for assistance.

The following checks shall be applied to installations using flammable

refrigerants:

- the actual refrigerant charge is in accordance with the room size
within which the refrigerant containing parts are installed;

-the ventilation machinery and outlets are operating adequately
and are not obstructed;

—-if an indirect refrigerating circuit is being used, the secondary
circuit shall be checked for the presence of refrigerant;

- marking to the equipment continues to be visible and legible.
Markings and signs that are illegible shall be corrected;

- refrigerating pipe or components are installed in a position where
they are unlikely to be exposed to any substance which may
corrode refrigerant containing components, unless the
components are constructed of materials which are inherently
resistant to being corroded or are suitably protected against
being so corroded.

9.Checks to electrical devices

Repair and maintenance to electrical components shall include initial
safety checks and component inspection procedures. If a fault exists
that could compromise safety, then no electrical supply shall be
connected to the circuit until it is satisfactorily dealt with. If the fault
cannot be corrected immediately but it is necessary to continue
operation, an adequate temporary solution shall be used. This shall be
reported to the owner of the equipment so all parties are advised.
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Initial safety checks shall include:

e that capacitors are discharged: this shall be done in a safe manner
to avoid possibility of sparking;

e that no live electrical components and wiring are exposed while
charging, recovering or purging the system;

e that there is continuity of earth bonding.

10.Repairs to sealed components

During repairs to sealed components, all electrical supplies shall be
disconnected from the equipment being worked upon prior to any
removal of sealed covers, etc. If it is absolutely necessary to have
an electrical supply to equipment during servicing, then a
permanently operating form of leak detection shall be located at
the most critical point to warn of a potentially hazardous situation.

Particular attention shall be paid to the following to ensure that by
working on electrical components, the casing is not altered in such
a way that the level of protection is affected. This shall include
damage to cables, excessive humber of connections, terminals not
made to original specification, damage to seals, incorrect fitting of
glands, etc.

Ensure that the apparatus is mounted securely.

Ensure that seals or sealing materials have not degraded to the
point that they no longer serve the purpose of preventing the
ingress of flammable atmospheres. Replacement parts shall be in
accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

11.Repair to intrinsically safe components

Do not apply any permanent inductive or capacitance loads to the
circuit without ensuring that this will not exceed the permissible
voltage and current permitted for the equipment in use.

Intrinsically safe components are the only types that can be worked
on while live in the presence of a flammable atmosphere. The test
apparatus shall be at the correct rating.

Replace components only with parts specified by the manufacturer.
Other parts may result in the ignition of refrigerant in the
atmosphere from a leak.

12.Cabling
Check that cabling will not be subject to wear, corrosion, excessive
pressure, vibration, sharp edges or any other adverse environmental
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effects. The check shall also take into account the effects of aging or
continual vibration from sources such as compressors or fans.

13.Detection of flammable refrigerants

Under no circumstances shall potential sources of ignition be used
in the searching for or detection of refrigerant leaks. A halide torch
(or any other detector using a naked flame) shall not be used.

14.Removal and evacuation

When breaking into the refrigerant circuit to make repairs - or for
any other purpose - conventional procedures shall be used.
However, for flammable refrigerants it is important that best
practice is followed since flammability is a consideration. The
following procedure shall be adhered to:

. remove refrigerant;

o purge the circuit with inert gas;

. evacuate;

. purge with inert gas;

. open the circuit by cutting or brazing.

The refrigerant charge shall be recovered into the correct
recovery cylinders. For appliances = containing flammable
refrigerants the system shall be purged with oxygen-free nitrogen
to render the appliance safe for flammable refrigerants. This
process may need to be repeated several times. Compressed air or
oxygen shall not be used for purging refrigerant systems.

For appliances containing flammable refrigerants, refrigerants
purging shall be achieved by breaking the vacuum in the system
with oxygen-free nitrogen and continuing to fill until the working
pressure is achieved, then venting to atmosphere, and finally
pulling down to a vacuum. This process shall be repeated until no
refrigerant is within the system. When the final oxygen-free
nitrogen charge is used, the system shall be vented down to
atmospheric pressure to enable work to take place. This operation
is absolutely vital if brazing operations on the pipe-work are to
take place.

Ensure that the outlet for the vacuum pump is not close to any
potential ignition sources and that ventilation is available.

15.Charging procedures
In addition to conventional charging procedures, the following
requirements shall be followed.

eEnsure that contamination of different refrigerants does not occur
when using charging equipment. Hoses or lines shall be as short
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as possible to minimize the amount of refrigerant contained in
them.
eCylinders shall be kept in an appropriate position according to the
instructions.
eEnsure that the refrigerating system is earthed prior to charging
the system with refrigerant.
eLabel the system when charging is complete (if not already).
eExtreme care shall be taken not to overfill the refrigerating
system.

Prior to recharging the system, it shall be pressure-tested with the
appropriate purging gas. The system shall be leak-tested on
completion of charging but prior to commissioning. A follow up leak
test shall be carried out prior to leaving the site.

16.Decommissioning
Before carrying out this procedure, it is essential that the technician
is completely familiar with the equipment and all its detail. It is
recommended good practice that all refrigerants are recovered
safely. Prior to the task being carried out, an oil and refrigerant
sample shall be taken in case analysis is required prior to re-use of
recovered refrigerant. It is essential that electrical power is
available before the task is commenced.
1) Become familiar with the equipment and its operation.
2) Isolate system electrically.
3) Before attempting the procedure, ensure that:
e mechanical handling equipment is available, if required, for
handling refrigerant cylinders;
e all personal protective equipment is available and being used
correctly;
e the recovery process is supervised at all times by a competent
person;
e recovery equipment and cylinders conform to the appropriate
standards.
4) Pump down refrigerant system, if possible.
5) If a vacuum is not possible, make a manifold so that refrigerant
can be removed from various parts of the system.
6) Make sure that cylinder is situated on the scales before
recovery takes place.
7) Start the recovery machine and operate in accordance with
instructions.
8) Do not overfill cylinders (no more than 80 % volume liquid
charge).
9) Do not exceed the maximum working pressure of the cylinder,
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even temporarily.

10) When the cylinders have been filled correctly and the process
completed, make sure that the cylinders and the equipment are
removed from site promptly and all isolation valves on the
equipment are closed off.

11) Recovered refrigerant shall not be charged into another
refrigerating system unless it has been cleaned and checked.

17.Labelling

Equipment shall be labelled stating that it has been de-
commissioned and emptied of refrigerant. The label shall be dated
and signed. For appliances containing flammable refrigerants,
ensure that there are labels on the equipment stating the
equipment contains flammable refrigerant and there is risk of fire.

18.Recovery

When removing refrigerant from a system, either for servicing or
decommissioning, it is recommended good practice that all
refrigerants are removed safely.

When transferring refrigerant into cylinders, ensure that only
appropriate refrigerant recovery cylinders are employed. Ensure
that the correct humber of cylinders for holding the total system
charge is available. All cylinders to be used are desighated for the
recovered refrigerant and labelled for that refrigerant (i.e. special
cylinders for the recovery of refrigerant). Cylinders shall be
complete with pressure-relief valve and associated shut-off valves
in good working order. Empty recovery cylinders are evacuated
and, if possible, cooled before recovery occurs.

The recovery equipment shall be in good working order with a set
of instructions concerning the equipment that is at hand and shall
be suitable for the recovery of all appropriate refrigerants
including, when applicable, flammable refrigerants. In addition,
a set of calibrated weighing scales shall be available and in good
working order. Hoses shall be complete with leak-free disconnect
couplings and in good condition. Before using the recovery
machine, check that it is in satisfactory working order, has been
properly maintained and that any associated electrical components
are sealed to prevent ignition in the event of a refrigerant release.
Consult manufacturer if in doubt.

The recovered refrigerant shall be returned to the refrigerant
supplier in the correct recovery cylinder, and the relevant waste
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transfer note arranged. Do not mix refrigerants in recovery units
and especially not in cylinders.

If compressors or compressor oils are to be removed, ensure that
they have been evacuated to an acceptable level to make certain
that flammable refrigerant does not remain within the lubricant.
The evacuation process shall be carried out prior to returning the
compressor to the suppliers. Only electric heating to the
compressor body shall be employed to accelerate this process.
When oil is drained from a system, it shall be carried out safely.
