OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

LAYING THE ELECTRIC HEATED UNDERBLANKET

The electrical heated substrate should be laid on a relatively hard and
unadjustable mattress. The underblanket body should be laid flat
from shoulderto feet while you are sleeping. The electric heated
underblanket can be spread on the front or the back side. The
side with the switch should be placed near theshoulder for the
convenient operation. The four clasp on the corners should be
fixed tightly to the mattress of the bed after you lay the electric
heated underblanket to prevent that the underblanket from




moving or creasing. (the creasedparts tends to cause high
temperature which is very dangerous).

[A order to keep the electric heated underblanket flat, clean and
to reduce the abrasion, please cover the underblanket with sheet
for use. (do not cover it withblanket or cotton fabric, which will
prevent the underblanket from transmitting heat)

OPERATION OF THE ELECTRIC HEATED SUBSTRATE DURING USE
Please pre-heat the electric heating substrate for 30 minutes to
1 hour before using. Plug in the substrate to the power supply
and make sure they are connected firmly. Select the proper
temperature level (3- high, 2-middle, 1-low) by selector. Set the
switch to high level and the substrate will warm up soon. For all
night use the electric heated substrate, you should pre-set the
switch to low level before sleeping in order to avoid the risk of
heatstroke.

Please switch off the substrate when you do not need heating.
The switch of the substrate should be exposed to the air. Do not
cover it with quitor pillow and please avoid pressure on it,

After use, please off the substrate and then unplug the appliance
from the powersupply.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Machine washing of the underblanket is possible; however, hand
washing will prolong the life of the underblanket. To machine
wash, remove the controller and place the underblanket in a nag
and seal it. Use a small amount of detengent and set the washing
machine to a ' Sensitive Wash” program with maximum
temperature of 30C. When washed, remove the underblanket
from the bag anddrape it over a clothes line to dry. Do not use
clothes pegs to secure it.

STORAGE

1. Store electric heated substrate only if it dry, it should
be hanged at aventilated location to dry naturally.
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Do not connect the underblanket to power supply in order
to dry it

So not expose it to the sun and do not iron it to dry. This
will cause safety problems due to damage to the
insulation.

The dry electric heated substrate should be folded without
any crease

Do not place it under quit or other things in order to avoid
any pressure

Do not use mothproofing agent like naphthalene which
will damage theinsulation material.
