2. Carefully turn the device upside down on a soft surface. Place the
base in place and screw it down.

3. Repeat step 2 for the other base.

4. After both bases are installed, place the product in an upright
position for operation.

SETTING THE THERMOSTAT

When the room has reached the desired temperature, turn the
thermostat counterclockwise to determine at which temperature the
appliance will stop operating.

This way the room temperature will be kept constant at the desired
level.
