FOR THE FIRST USE

Take your Panini grill toaster out of its box and remove all
packaging material.

Unlock the two parts of the device (upper and bottom housing) by
lifting the locking clip located in the inner side of its arm.

As there is manufacturing residue or oil remained in the Panini grill
or its heating element, usually it will emit a slight odor and light
smoke during the first use. It is normal and will not occur after
several times of use.

HOW TO USE THE DEVICE AS A GRILL TOASTER (CLOSED

PLATES)

1. Before first use, wipe the surfaces of the plates with a
dampened soft cloth and dry with a dry soft cloth or paper
towel. Slightly oil the surface of the plates with butter,
margarine or cooking oil (according to your preference).

2. Close the Panini grill (bring one plate on top of the other) and
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connect it to the mains. You will notice that the power light (red
light) will be illuminated, showing you that the device is
connected to the mains. The Ready pilot light (green light) will
also be illuminated, showing you that the appliance is now in
operation and preheating.

3. It will take approximately 3-5 minutes for the plates to reach
grilling temperature, then the ready light will go off.

4. Fully open the device by lifting its upper part, always holding
by the handle, and place on the bottom plate of the device the
sandwich, meat or other foods you wish to cook.

5. For a better and more even cooking result, always place
sandwiches towards the rear of the bottom cooking plate.

6. Close the device by lowering its upper part to the point that it
covers your food, always holding by the handle. The ready light
will go on again.

7. Cook for about 3 to 8 minutes, following the time to your
personal taste, until the food has been cooked to your desired
color.

Cook the sandwiches for 3 to 6 minutes until they gain a golden-
brown color - always follow the cooking time to suit your own
individual taste.

8. When the food is cooked use the handle to open the lid. Remove
the food carefully (as the plates are very hot) using plastic or
wooden spatula. Never use metal utensils as these may damage
the non-stick coating of the plates.

9. After use, remove the plug from the power outlet, and wait until
your device has completely cooled down. We recommend that
you let the device with the plates opened for a while to help it
cool down faster.

10.The upper part of the device is equipped with floating hinge that
allows it to adjust its height according to the thickness of the
food you wish to cook. This means that in this way, you can
cook any food: from a thin-sliced potato to a thick sirloin steak,
or burgers or vegetables or thick sandwiches.

11.When cooking different types of foods at the same time, make
sure that they are of the same thickness so that the upper plate
may cover properly each food and they can be cooked evenly.

Use your device as a grill toaster when you want to cook something

in a short amount of time or when you are looking for a healthier

method of grilling. When cooked in the grill toaster, food will cook
quickly because you are grilling both sides of the food at the same
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time. The ribs on the grill plates combined with the grease spout
of the plate allow the grease to drip from the food and drain off the
plates, providing a healthier cooking.

CAUTION: During cooking, steam may be ejected from
between the plates and care must be taken at all times to
ensure that fingers do not come into contact with steam or
the hot metal plates.

HOW TO USE YOUR DEVICE AS A GRILL (OPEN PLATES)

Place your device on a clean, heat-resistant, flat surface where
you intend to cook. Make sure that your device is in flat position.
The upper plate/cover will be leveled with lower plate/base. The
upper and lower plates line up to create one large cooking
surface. To set your device to
this position, locate the hinge
release lever on the right arm of
the device.

handle, use your right hand to
push the lever towards the front
side. Bring the handle back until
the cover rests flat on the
counter.

. The unit will stay in this position until you lift the handle and

cover to return it to the closed position.

. Use your device as an open grill to cook burgers, steak, poultry

(we do not recommend cooking bone-in chicken, since it will
not be cook evenly on an open grill), fish and vegetables.

. Cooking on the open grill is the most versatile method of using

your Panini grill toaster. In the open position, you have double
the surface area for grilling.
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7. You have the option of cooking different types of foods by
dividing them between the two plates and doing so, separating
them from each other without combining their flavors, or
cooking large amounts of the same type of food. The open
position also accommodates different cuts of meat with varying
thicknesses, allowing you to cook each piece to your liking.

HINTS FOR BEST RESULTS

1. Always preheat your device before putting your foods in.

2. For soft or liquid sandwich fillings use medium sliced bread,
white or brown. For small amounts of filling use toasting bread.

3. A teaspoon of sugar sprinkled on the outside makes toasted
sandwiches crispier (recommended when you make sweet
sandwiches with fruit fillings).

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1. After each use and before cleaning, unplug the appliance from
the mains and let it cool down completely.

2. Wipe the inside and edges of the plate with kitchen paper,
absorbent paper towel or a soft cloth.

3. Should any filling be difficult to remove, pour a little cooking oil
onto the plate, allow this to stand for 5 minutes and when the
filling has softened, wipe it off.

4. Never use scouring pads or anything abrasive that can
scratch or damage the non-stick coating of your plates.

5. Wipe the outside surfaces of the unit with a slightly moistened
soft cloth ensuring that no moisture, oil or filling enters any
openings of the device.

6. Do not clean any of the surfaces with any abrasive scouring pad

or steel wool, or abrasive or deteriorating cleansers as this will

damage the finishing of your appliance.

Never place your device in the dishwasher.

. Remove and empty the drip tray after each use and wash the
tray in warm, soapy water. Avoid the use of scouring pads or
harsh detergents as they may damage the surface. Rinse and
dry thoroughly with a clean, soft cloth and replace it to its
position in the appliance.

9. To protect against fire, electric shock or personal injury,
NEVER immerse the appliance or its cord or plug, or any
part of your appliance in water or any other liquid.
