"159” to open it. Once your new user code is programmed,
the factory user code will no longer be valid and will be
erased from the memory of your safe - the safe will keep the
new programmed code in memory.

Step 3: Whilst the door is open, press button “0” twice and then

code) The buzzer will beep 3 times. Please input the master code

(from 1-8 digits) using any number from “0” to “"9” and then
press “#” to confirm it. The buzzer will beep twice indicating
that the new code has been set successfully.

Your safe comes with a factory preset master code which is
“000000". So in case your safe is closed before you program
your new master code for the first time, please enter code
“000000” to open it. Once your new master code is




programmed, the factory master code will no longer be valid
and will be erased from the memory of your safe - the safe
will keep the new programmed code in memory.
To change the user or master code, please use the same procedures as
above steps 2 or 3 respectively.

2-TO OPEN THE SAFE

Input the user or master code you programmed and then press “#”. The
buzzer will beep twice and the door will open automatically. If a wrong
code is input, you can press “*” to cancel it.

Inputting the wrong code three times will result in the microprocessor
refusing to accept the input for 5 minutes.

3-TO CLOSE THE SAFE
In the open state, close the door and the safe door will lock automatically.

4-HOW TO USE YOUR OVERRIDE KEYS

For your convenience, we have engineered a manual override system for
your safe. Your safe is supplied with 2 override keys which allow you to
open the safe at all times (in case code is forgotten or in the case of
electronic system failure). The keyhole is situated behind the override
cover plate which is located underneath the input panel. Follow below
steps to unlock using your override keys:

5- TO REPLACE THE BATTERIES|

In the case that whilst you are opening or closing the door, the buzzer
beeps 6 times, this means that the batteries in the safe are low and you
should change the batteries with new ones. To be sure that the batteries
are installed correctly, please test the code before you close the door.
Always use alkaline batteries only.

6-INSTALLING THE SAFE

The safe can be secured to the floor, wall or in a cupboard. For your
convenience, there are holes both in the bottom and on the back of the
safe, so that it can be fixed by the expansion bolts supplied.
