IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Read all instructions carefully before using your appliance
and keep the manual for future reference. In the case you
give this appliance to another user, please provide this user
manual along with the appliance.

2. Before connecting the toaster to the power supply, check
that the voltage indicated on the rating label of the appliance
corresponds to the voltage in your home. If this is not the
case, contact your dealer and do not use the appliance. Any
error when connecting the appliance can cause irreparable
harm, not covered by the guarantee.

3. CAUTION!: The temperature of accessible surfaces
may be high when the appliance is operating. Do not
touch hot surfaces of the product. Use handles and
knobs only.

4. Never touch the heating slots of the appliance during
operation or if they have not completely cooled down
after use. There is danger of burns!

5. To protect against fire, electric shock or personal
injury, NEVER immerse cord, plug, or any part of your
toaster in water or any other liquid.

6. In the case that your appliance gets wet, unplug it

instantly from the mains.

Unplug unit from outlet when not in use and before cleaning.

Allow the unit to cool down completely before:

- putting on or taking off parts.

- cleaning or storing.

9. Close supervision is necessary when the appliance is used by
or near children or infirm persons.

10.Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug
or after the appliance malfunctions or is dropped or damaged
in any manner. Take the product to an authorized service
facility for examination, repair, or electrical or mechanical
adjustment.

11.For your own safety, check cord and plug of the device
regularly for possible damages. If the supply cord is
damaged, it must only be replaced by the manufacturer or
its service agent or a similarly qualified person, to avoid
hazard.

13.Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or in a
heated oven, or near or on or in an electric kitchenette or
microwave oven.

15.0versized food, metal foil packages or metal utensils
must not be inserted in the toaster as they may cause
fire or electric shock.

16.Use your device only for toasting slices of bread. Heating any
other types of foods may cause damage to your device.

17.As bread may burn, toasters must not be used near or below
curtains and other combustible materials, they must be
watched.

18.The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the
appliance manufacturer may cause fire or electric shock or
personal injuries.

19.Use the appliance on a level and stable work surface.

20.Be sure to take the bread out carefully after grilling so as to
avoid burns or injuries.

21.The appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an
external timer or separate remote-control system or
connected to the mains through an extension cord.

22.The browning lever of the device must always be in its UP
position before connecting or disconnecting the appliance
from the mains.

23.To disconnect, remove plug from wall outlet. Always hold the
plug - never pull the cord.

24.1If a slice of bread is stuck inside, DO NOT try to dislodge it
when toaster is in use. Unplug the toaster and let it cool
down completely first and then take out the slice of bread by
using a wooden utensil and with extra care not to damage
any of the inner parts of the toaster or its heating elements.

25.Never use knives or any metal utensils to remove the
bread slices from your toaster.

26.This appliance can be used by children aged from 8
years and above and persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience
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and knowledge ONLY IF THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN
SUPERVISION OR INSTRUCTION CONCERNING USE OF
THE APPLIANCE IN A SAFE WAY AND UNDERSTAND
THE HAZARDS INVOLVED. Children shall not play with
the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall
not be made by children unless they are aged from 8
years and above and supervised. Keep the appliance
and its cord out of reach of children aged less than 8
years.

FOR THE FIRST USE

Take your toaster out of its box and remove all packaging
material.

As there is manufacturing residue or oil remained in the toaster
or its heating elements, usually it will emit a small amount of
smoke and some odor during the first use. It is normal and will
not occur after several times of use. For the first use it is
suggested operating according to the below steps, except
without bread. Then let the toaster cool down and begin toasting
the first slice.

OPERATION

1.

Insert regular bread slices into the bread slots - one bread
slice can be inserted on each slot each time.

Note: Make sure the crumb tray is completely
positioned in place before use.

Plug the power cord into the outlet.

Turn browning control knob to your desired color. There are
7 color levels, the lowest “1” is for light browning color and
the highest “7” is for dark. The middle “4” can toast the
bread to golden color.

Note: If toasting continuously, toasting color for the

latter bread is darker than the one of the anterior
bread at the same level.

4. Lower browning lever down vertically until it is latched in
place. The appliance will begin toasting at once.

Note: Lever can be latched only when the unit is
plugged in.

5. Once the bread has been toasted to the preset color, the

browning lever will be automatically popped up.
Note: During toasting, you may also observe the
toasting color. If it is satisfactory, you can press the
Cancel button to cancel the operation at any time, but
never lift browning lever to cancel toasting.

6. If you want to toast frozen bread, first lower browning lever
down vertically until it is latched in place and then press
Defrost button.

7. If you want to warm cold toasted bread, first lower browning
lever down vertically until it is latched in place and then press
Reheat button.

CAUTION

1. If toaster starts to smoke, press Cancel button to stop
toasting immediately.

2. Remove all protective bread wrappings prior to placing bread
slice into toaster.

3. Avoid toasting the food with extremely runny ingredients
such as butter. Do not toast bread that contains extra food
ingredients such as olives, cheese etc.

4. Never attempt to remove bread jammed in the slots without
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not to damage the internal mechanism or heating elements
when removing bread.

. In order to achieve uniform color, we recommend that you

should wait minimum 30s between each toasting so that
color control can reset automatically.

The bread slot is only applicable for toasting regular bread.
Never put two slices of bread together in the same
slot.

High lift feature
The high lift feature uses the lever to help you to remove the
toast. When toasting has finished, simply lift the lever slightly
upwards from its rest position to raise the toast and make it
easier to remove.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning, unplug the appliance from the mains and let
it cool down completely

Wipe only the exterior surface using a soft dry cloth only,
never use metal polish or any other deteriorating cleansers
or materials.

. Pull out crumb tray at bottom of toaster and empty it. If

toaster is used frequently, accumulated breadcrumbs should
be removed at least once a week. Make sure that the crumb
tray is completely dry before reinserting it to the toaster -
also make sure that it is securely closed in its place before
using the toaster again.

When not in use or in storage, the power cord may be
wrapped in its storage position located at the bottom side of
the toaster.

To protect against fire, electric shock or personal
injury, NEVER immerse cord, plug, or any part of the
toaster in water or any other liquid, and never put
them under running water to clean them.
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This product is in strict conformity with all the valid
directives of European Union applying on this type of
electrical appliances.
