Place your device on a heat resistant, stable flat surface.

Make sure that the thermostat round knobs of the device are in MIN
position.

Connect the device to the mains power supply.

Place the pot with the ingredients you want to cook on the ceramic stove
you will operate.

Switch on the appliance by turning the thermostat round knob of the stove
you will operate to the desired position.

This device is equipped with two separate thermostats that control the
heat on each stove and also offer protection against overheating.
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Whenever the desired temperature is reached on any of the stoves you
operate, its thermostat control light will go off. In this way the light
indicates the continuous operation of the thermostatically controlled heat
regulation on each stove.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

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After each use and before cleaning, turn the knobs of the device to position
MIN, unplug from the mains and let the appliance cool down completely.
Wipe the outside with a slightly moistened cloth ensuring that no moisture,
oil or food residue enters the openings of the device.

Do not clean the surface of the device with any abrasive scouring pad or
steel wool, or abrasive or deteriorating cleansers as this will damage the
finish of your appliance.

Clean your ceramic glass plates using only an appropriate, specialized
product for the cleaning of ceramic hot plates. Do not use scouring agents.
Caution: Neither water nor steam should be permitted to penetrate any
openings of the device, and no kind of steam jet cleaning equipment
should be used.

To protect against fire, electric shock or personal injury, NEVER
immerse cord, plug, or any part of your hot plate in water or any
other liquid and never place it under running water.
