SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

1. Never attach the fan to a power point, but to the ceiling itself.

2. The minimum distance between the blades of the fan and the floor
must be 2.3m. The minimum carrying capacity of the outlet box from
which the fan is hung must be 100kg.

3. Make sure to install all-poles disconnection switch having a contact
separation of at least 3mm between poles in the supply wiring to the
ceiling fan.

4. The model or type reference of luminaries, which may be installed in
fans, which are constructed for this purpose.

5. Switch off the power before connecting or repairing the fan.

6. The electrical wiring must be in accordance with the local
regulations.

7. The fan must be properly grounded to avoid the risk of electric
shocks.

8. Never mount the fan in a moist or wet room.

9. Be careful when working near the rotating blades.

CAUTION Always have your fan installed by someone who is
knowledgeable about electrical wiring.




Open the box and take the fan out.

Mark the center of the mounting bracket. Thread the lead wires
through the mounting bracket hole. Secure the mounting bracket to
the ceiling joist using the flat washers, the lock washers and the wood
screws.

Lift the fan and slide the nylon ball until it covers the base. Make sure
the base hook fits properly into the ball slot.

Insert the remote control receiver between the bracket and the
down rod.

Insert the male connector into the female connector securely.
Connect wires from supply and the bracket to the wiring terminals as
follow:

Brown wire

Blue wire

Green/Yellow stripes wires

Mount the upper canopy to the mounting plate; hang the fan on tw
o of the screws and the washers through the key — shaped holes.
Make sure that no part of the cables are caught during mounting
Tighten all the screws, making sure the canopy is placed properly
and that no wires are caught. Ensure the drawing-pin shaped guide
of the upper canopy fits perfectly into the slot.

Mount the fan blades

to the motor, tightening all screws and lock washers.



9. Insert the male connector into the female connector securely. Then
secure the lamp gallery onto the lamp gallery bracket by tightening
the three set screws.

10. Install the bulb (E27, Max. 60W, not supplied). Turn on the switch to
check the operation of the light kit and the ceiling fan.

11. Install the lamp shade onto the lamp gallery by rotating the lamp
shade clockwise.

OPERATING YOUR FAN

Select the fan speed by pressing the speed control button on the
remote control transmitter: HI: High Speed MED: Medium Speed
LOW: Low Speed OFF: Off

The switch on motor housing for controlling the fan blades
rotating direction controls the direction of air movement.
Caution: Before using this rotating direction switch, turn OFF the
fan and ensure the fan stops rotating to prevent injury to
yourself and damage to the motor.

Cold weather: Push the switch ‘UP’ so that the blades will bring
the warm air trapped near the ceiling fan to move downwards
throughout the room.

Hot weather: Push switch ‘DOWN’ so that the blades will create
a breeze and circulate the air to the room.

Pressing the ‘ON/OFF’ light button on the remote control
transmitter can control the turning on or off of the light.



Pressing and holding the ‘DIMMER’ button on the remote
control transmitter can adjust the level of light brightness.

REMOTE CONTROL

Use the remote control transmitter to change the speed of the
fan and to switch the light and fan on or off.

Replace the batteries by sliding the battery compartment cover
on the remote control transmitter in the direction of the arrow,
fit 2 x ‘AAA’ batteries, and ensure the polarity of the batteries
match with the figures shown in the battery compartment.
(Note: Batteries NOT include).Re-assemble the battery
compartment cover.

Always ensure the battery compartment cover is closed
properly.

Don’t expose the remote control to direct sunlight.

Don’t attempt to recharge expired batteries. There are special
rechargeable batteries, which are clearly marked with.

Don’t dispose of batteries in fire to avoid explosion.
