2. Loosen Guard Mounting Nut from the Motor Housing. 

3. Position rear guard firmly to motor housing and then fasten by turning guard 

mounting nut clockwise tightly. 

4. Push along the motor shaft and fasten firmly with the blade. 

5. Hang the front guard to Rear Guard with the position fixer provided at the
