IMPORTANT SAFETY IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Read all instructions carefully before using your kettle and keep
the manual for future reference.

2. Before connecting the kettle to the power supply, check that
the voltage indicated on the appliance (underside of the kettle
& base) corresponds to the voltage in your home. If this is not
the case, contact your dealer and do not use the kettle.

3. The attached base cannot be used as a base for any other
device than the authentic one you purchased and cannot be
used for any other than its intended use which is described in
this leaflet.

4. Do not operate the appliance without load to avoid damaging
the heating elements.

5. Should you accidentally allow the kettle to operate without
water, then the boil-dry protection will automatically switch it
off. If this should occur, allow the kettle to cool down completely
before filling with cold water and re-boiling.

6. Unplug from the outlet when not in use.

7. Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table or counter or
touch a hot surface.

8. Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or in a
heated oven, or near or on or in an electric kitchenette or
microwave oven.

9. Before use, ensure that the kettle is placed on a firm and flat
surface out of reach of children - this will prevent the kettle
from overturning and prevent possible damage to the device or
injury of the user.

10.To protect against a fire, electric shock or personal
injury, do not immerse the kettle or its base or cord or
plug in water or any other liquid.

11.Do not operate the appliance with wet hands.

12.Always make sure to pour boiling water slowly using extra care
and avoid tipping the kettle too fast.

13.Be extra careful when opening the lid for refilling when the
kettle is still hot.

14.Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used by
or near children.

15.CAUTION!: The temperature of accessible surfaces may
be high when the appliance is operating. Do not touch
hot surfaces of the product. Use handles or
buttons/switches only.
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16.Extreme caution must be used when moving an appliance
containing hot water.

17.The appliance is not a toy. NEVER let the children play with it.

18.The use of non-authentic attachments or accessories, which are
not recommended by the appliance manufacturer, may result
in fire, electric shock or personal injury.

19.While boiling water, avoid contact with steam coming out of the
spout, either when water is boiling or just after kettle has
switched off. Do not open the lid immediately after the water
has been boiled.

20.Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow
the kettle to cool down completely before putting on or taking
off parts and before cleaning the appliance.

21.Always ensure the lid is closed and do not lift it while the water
is boiling. Scalding may occur if the lid is lifted during the
brewing cycles.

22.Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or
after the appliance malfunctions or is dropped or damaged in
any manner. Take the product to an authorized service facility
for examination, repair, or electrical or mechanical adjustment.

23.For your own safety, check cord and plug of the device regularly
for possible damages. If the supply cord is damaged, it must
only be replaced by the manufacturer or its service agent or a
similarly qualified person, to avoid hazard.

24.Do not use the appliance for any other than its intended use
which is described in this leaflet.

25.The appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an
external timer or separate remote-control system.

26.The kettle can only be used with the base provided.

27.Do not overfill the kettle - this could cause boiling water to be
ejected during operation.

28.Do not use the kettle outdoors.

29.This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge
ONLY IF THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN SUPERVISION OR
INSTRUCTION CONCERNING USE OF THE APPLIANCE IN
A SAFE WAY AND UNDERSTAND THE HAZARDS
INVOLVED. Children shall not play with the appliance.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by
children unless they are aged from 8 years and above and
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supervised. Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach
of children aged less than 8 years.

30.Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not
play with the appliance.

31.This appliance is for HOUSEHOLD USE ONLY.

32.This appliance is intended to be used in household and similar
applications such as:

- staff kitchen areas in shops, offices and other working
environments;

BEFORE FIRST USE

If you are using the kettle for the first time, it is recommended that
you clean your kettle before first use by boiling a full kettle of water
twice and then discarding the water.

Please wash the ceramic cups with lukewarm water and a mild dish
detergent, then rinse them thoroughly under clean running water
and wipe them dry with a soft clean cloth before using them for
your beverages.

Place the welcome tray on a stable and level surface. Position the
power base of the kettle in its corresponding resting position on
the tray and pass the base power cord through the corresponding
opening on the tray so that the kettle power base may be level
horizontally after its positioning on the tray.

.To fill water into the kettle, remove it from the power base and

open the lid by slightly pressing back the lid release button and
pull the lid upwards. Fill the kettle with the desired amount of
water. Always fill the kettle between the MIN and MAX
marks as shown in the inner surface of the stainless steel
inner body. Less amount of water will result to the switching off
of the kettle before the water has actually boiled.

NOTE: Do not fill the water over the maximum level, as
water may spill out of the spout when boiling, causing
possible scalding to the user. Ensure that the lid is firmly
closed and safely locked in place before connecting the
power cord to the outlet.

.Wipe the kettle and its base and the tray thoroughly and make

sure that none of these parts have any water or moisture residue
before using them.

.Position the kettle on its power base.
.Connect the plug into a power outlet. Press the power on/off

switch located underneath the handle to the on position. The
operation pilot light will light up. Then the water will start boiling.
The kettle will switch off automatically once the water has boiled
and the light will extinguish. You can shut off the power at any
time by pressing the switch button to the off position during
boiling process.

NOTE : Ensure that switch is clear of obstructions and the
lid is firmly closed. The kettle will not turn off if the switch
is constrained or if the lid is left open.

.Lift the kettle from the power base and then carefully pour the

water.

NOTE: Operate carefully when pouring the water from
your kettle as boiling water may result in scalding,
besides, don’t open the lid while the water in the kettle is
still hot.

.The kettle will not re-boil until the switch is in the on position

again. Allow it to cool for 1 minute before reopening to boil water.
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NOTE : Ensure power supply is turned off when kettle is
not in use. The kettle may be stored on the power base
when not in use.
THIS APPLIANCE MAY BE USED ONLY FOR BOILING WATER.
NEVER USE THIS APPLIANCE TO BOIL OR HEAT MILK OR
SOUPS OR ANY OTHER LIQUID.

BOIL DRY PROTECTION

Should you accidentally allow the kettle to operate without water,
then the boil-dry protection will automatically switch it off. If this
should occur, allow the kettle to cool down completely before filling
with cold water and re-boiling.

CLEANING AND CARE

Always disconnect the appliance from the power outlet before
cleaning.

Never immerse the kettle or its power base or cord or plug
in water or any other liquid. Never expose kettle or any of
its parts in moisture. Never place the kettle or its power
base under running water to clean them. There is danger of
electric shock!

REMOVAL OF MINERAL DEPOSITS

You have to remove the mineral deposits build-up from your kettle
from time to time in order to ensure its proper function. Mineral
particles in tap water may cause the kettle interior to discolor.
When your kettle shuts off before the water has reached its boiling
temperature, this means that your kettle has a build-up of mineral
deposits that needs to be removed. To remove this build-up, use a
non-toxic liquid descaler (suitable for the descaling of coffee
makers and kettles). Never use toxic liquid descaler. Follow strictly
the instructions included in the liquid descaler package.

When completing the descaling procedure, fill the kettle with fresh
clean water, boil it and then discard the water. Repeat this once or
twice more and the kettle will then be ready for use.

CLEANING KETTLE’S BODY EXTERIOR AND & BASE

Wipe the exterior surface of the kettle’s body with a soft and
slightly damp cloth. Never use a poisonous or toxic or deteriorating
cleaner.

CAUTION: Do not use chemical, steel, wooden or abrasive
cleaners or cleaning tools to clean the exterior of the kettle.
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Clean the tray using only a soft cloth slightly damp with
water - then wipe and dry it thoroughly with a dry soft cloth
and make sure that no water or moisture residue are left on
the tray before operating the kettle again.
