10.CHILDREN SHALL NOT PLAY WITH THE APPLIANCE.

11.Unplug unit from outlet when not in use and before cleaning.
Never touch the cord or plug of the unit with wet hands.

12.Allow the unit to cool down completely before cleaning or
storing.

13.Close supervision is necessary when the appliance is used by or
near children or infirm persons.

14.Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or
after the appliance malfunctions or is dropped or damaged in
any manner. Take the product to an authorized service facility
for examination, repair, or electrical or mechanical adjustment.

15.For your own safety, check cord and plug of the device regularly
for possible damages. If the supply cord is damaged, it must
only be replaced by the manufacturer or its service agent or a
similarly qualified person, to avoid hazard.

16.Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table or counter or
touch a hot surface or any hot parts of the device.

17.Do not place on or near a hot gas or electric burner or in a
heated oven, or near or on or in an electric kitchenette or
microwave oven.

18.Do not use the appliance for any other than its intended use
which is described in this leaflet.

19.Your appliance must not be used near or below curtains and
other combustible materials.

20.The use of accessories or spare parts not recommended by the
appliance manufacturer may cause fire or electric shock or
personal injuries.

21.Use the appliance on a level and stable, heat resistant work
surface.

22.Attention! Never operate your appliance without a
cooking utensil on it!

23.Always ensure that food is cooked in a suitable utensil. Never
attempt to cook food directly on the hot plate. There is risk of
fire!

24.Never leave oil or fat that is being heated unattended. This is
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great risk of fire.

25.The device should never be used as a substitute radiator for
heating a room.

26.As hot oil or grease may in fact ignite, the device should always
be operated under close supervision.

27.Never leave the appliance unattended during use. In case you
need to leave the room, first turn off the appliance and unplug
it from the mains.

28.Be sure to take the pot out carefully after cooking is complete
so as to avoid injuries. Always switch off the appliance and
disconnect it from the mains after cooking is finished.

29.The appliance is not intended to be operated by means of an
external timer or separate remote-control system.

30.To disconnect from the mains remove plug from wall outlet.
Always hold the plug - never pull the cord.

31.This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge
ONLY IF THEY HAVE BEEN GIVEN SUPERVISION OR
INSTRUCTION CONCERNING USE OF THE APPLIANCE IN
A SAFE WAY AND UNDERSTAND THE HAZARDS
INVOLVED. Children shall not play with the appliance.
Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by
children unless they are aged from 8 years and above and
supervised. Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach
of children aged less than 8 years.

32.Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not
play with the appliance.

33.Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach of children.

34.Never touch the appliance with wet or moist hands.

35.Don't use the appliance outdoors and do not expose it to
moisture or direct sunlight.

36.Cooking operation of this device shall not exceed the period of
1 hour.

37.This appliance is for HOUSEHOLD USE ONLY and not for
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commercial or professional use.

38.Never place or leave empty utensils on your stove whilst
operating to avoid overheating. Such action could cause
damage to your device and could consist danger for the
user.

39.A fire may occur if your hot plate is covered or touching
flammable material including curtains, draperies, walls, and
similar materials, when in operation.

40.In order to prevent heat from building up, do not put the unit
directly underneath a cupboard. Ensure that there is enough
space all around. The unit should be placed at a minimum
distance of 10cm from any wall surface.

FOR THE FIRST USE

Take your hot plate out of its box and remove all packaging
material. Keep all plastic bags away from babies and children as
there is great danger of suffocation.

As there is manufacturing residue or oil remained in the
appliance, usually it will emit an odor and smoke during the first
use. It is normal and will not occur after several times of use.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

e Place your device on a heat resistant, stable flat surface.

e Make sure that the thermostat switch of the device is in its off
position.
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e Connect the device to the mains power supply.

e Place the pot with the ingredients you want to cook on the
stove.

e Switch on the appliance by turning the thermostat rotary knob
to the desired position from 1 to 5.

e This device is equipped with a thermostat that controls the heat
on the electric stove and also offers protection against
overheating. Whenever the desired temperature is reached the
thermostat pilot light will go off. In this way the light indicates
the continuous operation of the thermostat controlled heat
regulation.

Caution:

1. Only use pots or pans of the correct diameter and suitable for
use on electric heating plates. For more efficient use of your
device, use utensils of approximately 10cm bottom diameter
and capacity of 0.5L. Never use a utensil with diameter smaller
than the diameter of the heating plate.

2. Utensils with an uneven base must not be used as electric
energy is wasted. Please check below indicative drawing:

3. Avoid placing wet lids or pots on the heating plate as this may

cause it to rust.
After each use, switch off the device by turning its rotary control
knob to its OFF position and disconnect it from the mains. Let the
device cool down completely before moving it.

PROTECTION OF THE DEVICE

This device is equipped with an internal protection system - a
thermal safety - which will automatically switch off and deactivate
the appliance in case of improper use. In this case, the thermal
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safety must be replaced only by an authorized service center before
you use the appliance again.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

After each use and before cleaning, turn off the device by
turning the thermostat rotary knob to its OFF position, unplug
from the mains and let the appliance cool down completely.

. Wipe the outside with a slightly moistened cloth ensuring that

no moisture, oil or food residue enters the openings of the
device.

Do not clean the surface of the device with any abrasive
scouring pad or steel wool, or abrasive or deteriorating
cleansers as this will damage the finish of your appliance.

. Clean your cast iron heating plate using only an appropriate,

specialized product. Do not use scouring agents.

. Caution: Neither water nor steam should be permitted to

penetrate any openings of the device, and no kind of steam jet
cleaning equipment should be used.

. To protect against fire, electric shock or personal injury,

NEVER immerse cord, plug, or any part of your hot plate
in water or any other liquid.
