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Product Introduction

Evaporative air cooler is a kind of modern energy-saving product
which is developed through years of research and experiments.

Operation of manual knob controller & remote control, as
following:

After plugging to a 220V-240V/50Hz power outlet, it will be in
stand-by mode.

1) ON/OFF
Connect the power, press ON/OFF, the item will work in COOL
state. If you press the button again, it will be off mode that
fan motor, water pump and LED screen are to stop working.
2 ) COOL/WIND
Press COOL/WIND, it will be in COOL mode, and COOL display
lights, after 30 seconds, fan motor will start working . If you
press this button again, it will be WIND mode that water pump
is off.
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3 ) SPEED
Press SPEED, L/M/H three speeds are alternative.
4 ) SWING
Press SWING, vertical louvers are moving automatically from
left to right.
5 ) SLEEP
Press SLEEP, it will be SLEEP mode. The speed will be changed
from H to L by 20 mins .
6 ) TIMER
e When the item is off , press TIMER, you can set up time
1~12 hours to starting up.
e When the item is on , press TIMER, you can set up time
1~12 hours to shutdown.

Maintenance Instruction

Turn the power off before maintenance or repair of the
machine in order to prevent accidents. To ensure the cooling
effect of the machine, the machine body should be wipe by clean
cloth every day or every week. The interior of the machine shall
be also cleaned regularly, and the proper cleaning interval is once
a month; however, the actual cleaning time will vary depending
on the exterior environment.

1. Instructions for cleaning the interior of the air cooler:

a) Loosen the rubber cover at the drain hole, and then clear away
the remaining water in the water tank.

b) Remove the air inlet shutter together with the evaporation
heat exchanger, then clean with water, finally install it.

Attention: during cleaning, the pressure of the water should not
be too high. When cleaning the cooling pad, Please don't use the
acidic or alkaline detergents.
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Installation Instruction

1. Open the package and take out the air cooler.

2. When adding water, open the water inlet on the top cover,
put the water into the water tank, then observes the water
level by the floating ball and pay attention to the following:

e Avoid splashing water into the motor in order to prevent
electrical components from damages.

e The water must be below the maximum level (-), otherwise
the water will overflow.

e Must use clean water to fill up the air cooler.

3. Turn the speed knob at stand-by mode to turn on/off the
fan, then you can select speed, swing, and cooling.
4. Warning

e Always operate the product from a power source of the same
voltage, frequency and rating as indicated on the product
identification marking.

e Do not operate this product if it has malfunctioned, damaged
cord or plug or appears damaged in any way. Return the
complete product to the place of purchase for inspection,
repair or replacement.

e This product should not be used in the immediate vicinity of
water, such as bathtub, washbowls, swimming pool, etc.
where the likelihood of immersion or splashing could occur.

e Always switch off and unplug the plug from outlet when not
in use, before assembling or disassembling parts and before
cleaning. Fully assemble the air cooler before operating.

e Avoid contacting with moving parts.

e Do notinsert any object through the air outlet when the air
cooler is operating.

e Do not cover the guard or operate in close proximity to
curtains, etc.

e Always disconnect the fan when moving it from one location
to another.

e In high humidity season, it is better to choose wind mode as
there is humidifying effect in cool mode.

e After adding water, do not tilt, collide, lay or move the
machine to any position that will make the water overflow.
Do not overturn the machine.

e Do not cover the air outlet, at least 1 meter distance space
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should be provided in front and back of the machine.

¢ Clean the product with a wet cloth. Do not flush it with water
directly.

o If the machine with water is overturned, pull the power plug
immediately. You should only restart the machine after it
thoroughly dries out, otherwise, it may cause malfunction.

e Do not let the air outlet facing near to the wall or window
curtains as it may cause the air flow be blocked.

¢ If the machine is not in use, pull the power plug out.

Maintenance Instruction

Turn the power off before maintenance or repair of the machine
in order to prevent accidents. To ensure the cooling effect of the
machine, the machine body should be wipe by clean cloth every
day or every week. The interior of the machine shall be also
cleaned regularly, and the proper cleaning interval is once a
month; however, the actual cleaning time will vary depending on
the exterior environment.

Instructions for cleaning the interior of the air cooler:

a) Loosen the rubber cover at the drain hole, and then clear away
the remaining water in the water tank.

b) Remove the air inlet shutter together with the evaporation
heat exchanger, then clean with water, finally install it.

Attention: during cleaning, the pressure of the water should not
be too high. When cleaning the honeycomb, Please don’t use the
acidic or alkaline detergents
