ASSEMBLY OF THE COMB GUIDES

When you want to attach a comb guide onto your cutter head, place
the comb onto the head surface by inserting its sides into the side
lines on the two sides (left and right) of the cutter head and then
slightly slide it down and push its locking clip onto the head until it
clicks in to place.

When you want to remove it, gently raise the locking clip until the
comb guide is released and remove it.

There are 8 comb guides that you can attach on your cutter head that
can provide different trimming levels.
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Trimming levels are also shown on each comb guide and they are as
below:

e Comb guide A - for cutting length 1.5mm

Comb guide 1 - for cutting length 3mm

Comb guide B - for cutting length 4.5mm

Comb guide 2 - for cutting length 6mm

Comb guide 3 - for cutting length 10mm

Comb guide 4 - for cutting length 13mm

Comb guide 5 - for cutting length 16mm

e Comb guide 6 - for cutting length 19mm

Note: If you are trimming for the first time, start with the maximum
trimming length comb guide.

The use of a comb guide can help you avoid operation errors resulting
in too thin hair, and effectively control the overall thickness of hair.
It is recommended that you first wash and blow dry the hair before
using, and then straighten out the hair with a comb. If there is
condensation, please cut off the condensation first.

Do not use styling products on your hair before trimming. Dirt or
styling products or matter in the hair can reduce the life of your
blades.

NOTE: Always ensure that your device is switched off and not
connected to the mains before adding or removing its comb guides.

USE OF THE 3-LEVEL ADJUSTABLE CUTTING LEVER

Move the cutting lever to one of the three length settings to select
the desired cutting length when using the device without the guide
combs. The 3 cutting lengths of the lever are: 1.1mm - 1.9mm -
2.7mm

HOW TO USE

Once you have placed the appropriate comb guide and selected the

desirable cutting length, turn on the unit by pressing its operation

switch and select the desirable speed.

a. Place the flat top of the comb against the skin. Please do not use
it in the opposite way to avoid possible injuries.

b. Slowly slide the device through the hair. Repeat from different
directions as necessary.

Note: If hair builds up in the cutter head during the trimming process,

switch off the unit, pull off the comb guide and brush/rinse off the

cutter head.
