FOR THE FIRST USE

Take your sandwich maker out of its box and remove all
packaging material.

As there is manufacturing residue or oil remained in the
sandwich maker or heat element, usually it will emit some odor
and a small amount of smoke during the first use. It is normal
and will not occur after several times of use.

HOW TO MAKE TOASTED SANDWICHES

1. Before first use, remove the two detachable grill plates from
the appliance by first pressing their release buttons. When
the release button of each plate is pressed, the plate will
slightly lift from its position, allowing it to be removed easily.
Clean the plates with warm water and mild dish liquid
detergent using a soft sponge. Do not put the plates in the
dishwasher to wash them. Then rinse them under clean
running water and dry them thoroughly with a soft cloth or
paper towel. Insert the plates correctly into their positions in
the appliance first, then gently press the plates downward
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until you hear the characteristic locking sound indicating that
they are secured in place. Make sure that the plates are
securely locked in place before you start using your device -
in the opposite case, your device will not close properly. If
they are not properly installed, you must not use force to
close your sandwich maker - reinstall the plates so that they
snhap right into place.

Then, oil the surface of the plates with butter, margarine or
cooking oil.

2. Connect the sandwich maker to the mains and press its
power on/off switch located on the side of the appliance to
its on position “I” to switch on the appliance.

3. The operation pilot light (red pilot light) and the Ready pilot
light (green pilot light) will illuminate.

4. Close the sandwich maker and prepare your sandwich while
the unit is heating. Make sure to apply butter on both outer
sides of the bread of your sandwiches.

5. The red operation pilot light will be illuminated at all times
when the appliance is plugged into wall outlet, whilst the
Ready pilot light (green pilot light) will turn off once the
correct temperature is reached.

6. Fully open the sandwich maker, by lifting its upper part to its
highest position and place two buttered bread slices inside
the plates, close the two parts and secure them with the
safety latch (place the two slices in such manner so as to
fully cover the cooking area of the plates). After the bread is
toasted, open carefully the sandwich maker and remove the
two toasted slices and throw them (this is only for the first
use of the appliance). Now your sandwich maker is ready for
use.

7. Let your sandwich maker reach its correct temperature
again. Once the ready pilot light is turned off, open your
sandwich maker carefully and place on the bottom plate the
sandwich you wish to toast. Pay extra attention so that your
hands will not touch on the hot plates of the device as there
is danger of severe burns. Then carefully join the two parts
of the device. Do not use force to close your sandwich maker.

CAUTION: Steam will be ejected from between the plates

whilst doing this and care must be taken to ensure that
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fingers do not come into contact with steam or hot metal

plates.

8. Lock the two halves with the clip whilst cooking is taking
place.
NOTE: During toasting the green ready pilot light will cycle
on and off while the thermostat keeps the sandwich maker
at the correct cooking temperature.

9. Your sandwich will be toasted in 2-3 minutes, or longer to
suit your taste.

10.0Open the sandwich maker and remove the sandwich using
plastic or wooden spatula. Never use metal utensils as these
may damage the non-stick coating of the plates.

11.Close the lid to preserve the heat until ready to toast the
next sandwich.

12.Prepare further sandwiches if required whilst one is cooking.

13.You may use the appliance for up to 45 minutes of
continuous operation. After 45 minutes, allow the appliance
to cool down for 10 minutes before using it again.

14.After use, switch off the appliance by pressing its on/off
power switch to its off position "0” and remove the plug from
the power outlet and allow your appliance to cool down
completely.

CAUTION: The appliance is not to be operated in the open
position.

HINTS FOR BEST RESULTS

1. Always preheat your sandwich maker before putting your
sandwiches in.

2. For soft or liquid sandwich fillings use medium sliced bread,
white or brown. For small amounts of filling use toasting
bread.

3. A teaspoon of sugar sprinkled on the outside makes toasted
sandwiches crisper (recommended when you make sweet
sandwiches with fruit fillings).

PROTECTION OF THE DEVICE
This device is equipped with an internal protection system - a
thermal safety - which will automatically switch off and
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deactivate the appliance in case of improper use. In this case,
the thermal safety must be replaced only by an authorized
service center before you use the appliance again.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

MAINTENANCE

This appliance requires minimum maintenance. It contains no
user serviceable parts. Do not try to repair it yourself. Take it to
an authorized service center if servicing is needed.

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After each use and before cleaning, switch off the appliance,
unplug from the mains and let the appliance cool down
completely.

Remove the two detachable plates from the appliance by first
pressing their release buttons. When the release button of
each plate is pressed, the plate will slightly lift from its
position, allowing it to be removed easily.

. Should any filling be difficult to remove, pour a little cooking

oil onto the plate, allow this to stand for 5 minutes and when
the filling has softened, wipe it off.

Wipe the outside with a slightly moistened cloth ensuring
that no moisture, oil or filling enters the cooling slots.

Do not clean the inside or outside surfaces with any abrasive
scouring pad ort steel wool, or abrasive or deteriorating
cleansers as this will damage the finish of your appliance.
To protect against fire, electric shock or personal
injury, NEVER immerse cord, plug, or any part of your
sandwich maker in water or any other liquid. Never
place the device under running water to clean it.
